Her Majesty Liliuokalani,

My dearly beloved Queen,

Greetings,

From the time I received your letter until this hour that I'm writing
you I'm filled with sad thoughts and yet on the other hand I'm also filled
with happiness, It's like this:

I did the work for Her Majesty without thinking that Her Majesty had a task
in mind for the people. The people worked because of their affectionate
thoughts for Her Majesty and because we heard our voice, the people, that
your Throne had fallen. And we, your citizens, look to Her Majesty with
the possibility that upon rgaching a place where we could work then it's
where we'll stand and fight until victory through God's benevolence.

Your Majesty, 1 agreed tothese two ideas between Her Majesty and the
people. If Her Majesty's thoughts are on the house, the result is what

I'm worried about. Perhaps some people who love the chiefs heard that

Her Majesty is personally building a house for me and it will be as an

for me, But I leave the two thoughts to Her Majesty for the reason that
my desire is gone and the second reason is that my opinion is the same as the

previous reason.
Therefore Your Majesty, forgive me for these sharp statements above
before the proper thing and I praise Her Majesty for her love for me, ypur

obediant servant, God will prolong your life and he'll bless the days of

your life,
